Test Taking
1. If you have to take a test, make sure you have the supplies your teacher tells you that you will need. (notes, pen, notebook, colored pencils, calculator etc.

2. Clear off your entire table so that only your test taking materials are on the table.  You may push them to the back of the lab table if you wish.

3. If there is information you have stored in short term memory that you are afraid you might forget, jot it down at the top of your test or on the back as soon as you get the test.  This is so you can focus on other things.

4. Remind yourself to raise your hand if you have a question or a problem.  Talking for any reason will result in a zero score.

5. Answer all questions with a complete sentence and write down all math calculations (even if you use a calculator) unless specifically instructed to do otherwise.

6. You may ask your teacher about a question you don’t understand, however, you may not ask your teacher if your answer is correct.

7. When you have finished look over your paper one last time.  Read your answers and make sure that they are complete.  Makes sure you have answered every question even if you had to guess.  Check again for your name on the test.

8. Once your final review is completed, turn you paper in on the yellow chair and complete the activity given to you for after the test or read in your AR book.

9. Remind yourself that talking will result in a zero score even after your test has been turned in.  The teacher will let you know when everyone has completed their test and when you will start a new procedure.
